Ten years ago, President 

Barack Obama’s Homeland 
Security Secretary said that 
our Border Patrol could not 
handle a thousand illegal mi-
grants crossings America’s 
southern border in a single 
day.

Now there are four, fi ve, 
even ten thousand illegals 
crossing our southern border 
each day, and the current 
Homeland Security Sec-
retary Alejandro Mayorkas 
says that the border is “se-
cure.”

Of course it is not secure. 

Who hasn’t seen the TV 
footage of hundreds, even 
thousands of people fl ood-
ing across in this spot or that 
spot along the 2000-mile 
border?

The eff ects are devastat-
ing.

The drug cartels are bring-
ing across huge amounts of 
the deadly drug fentanyl, the 
ingredients of which originate 
in China. I heard one south-
ern California congressman, 
Darrel Issa, say that the gov-
ernment has a warehouse in 
his district that is full of con-
fi scated fentanyl - enough to 
kill 40 million people.

Editorial: It’s probably already too late
While the Border Patrol 

and other police that work 
along the border have confi s-
cated a portion of this illegal 
drug traffi  c, the cartels have 
managed to get enough into 
the mainland to kill over 
70,000 Americans each of 
the last several years.Fentanyl is so deadly that 

a single pill can cause death. 
When my dad was in the fi -
nal days of his fi ght with can-
cer, he would put a fentanyl 
patch on his shoulder to fi ght 
the pain. This tiny transpar-
ent square - maybe one inch 
by one inch - was strong 
enough to alleviate the ter-

rible pain from his cancer. 
Along with the fentanyl, 

the cartels are certainly 
smuggling huge amounts of 
other illegal drugs too, and 
they are being distributed 
across our country.Also devastating is the 

traffi  cking in humans, which 
is estimated to be netting the 
cartels even more money - 
$13 billion per year.Many of the illegal mi-

grants come across the bor-
der with a wrist band which  
tells how much they have 
paid - or still owe - to a cartel 
to get them over the border.

As of last year, over 

250,000 of the millions of illegals 
crossing the border were 
reported by Homeland Se-
curity to be unaccompanied 
minors. And worst of all, that 
department reported that 
it has no idea where over 
80,000 of those children 
have gone.Unfortunately, many are 

working as slaves in the sex 
trade, servicing dozens of 
“clients” a day or working in 
factories and other business-
es for unscrupulous owners, 
who force them to work long 
shifts and pay them barely 
enough to survive.Our open border has had 

devastating eff ects on those 
trying to come here illegally. 
There are videos in which 
reporters have embedded 
themselves with some of 
the illegal migrant groups 
traveling north through Cen-

tral American to get to the 
U.S. border. Along the way, 
they are beaten, robbed and 
worse. There are stories 
of “rape trees,” where the 
smugglers hang the panties 
of the women and girls that 
they rape on their way to the 
American border.All of that is horrifying, 

but the worst may be yet to 
come.

More than half of all the 
illegal migrants coming 
across the southern border 
are single men, ages 18-35 
and many are coming from 
countries that are unfriendly 
to the U.S. such as China.

President Joe Biden has 
paroled an estimated 2 mil-
lion illegals into the interior of 
the U.S. in the last two years. 
As a comparison, Presidents 
Obama and Trump would 
parole an average of 5600 
per year. Paroling is to be 
done on a case-by-case ba-

The Illinois Supreme 

Court has again denied a 

request from a Republican 

lawmaker seeking to repeal 

the state’s gun ban. 

Gov. JB Pritzker signed 

the ban on the sale, pos-

session and manufacture of 

a long list of fi rearms, high-

capacity magazines and 

certain accessories in Janu-

ary 2023. State Rep. Dan 

Caulkins, R-Decatur, quickly 

challenged it on state consti-

tutional grounds along with 

local gun owners and a gun 

shop owner. 

In August, the state Su-

preme Court ruled against 

Caulkins in a 4-3 decision. 

Caulkins had argued that 

because certain individuals 

can still own banned weap-

ons legally if they get a spe-

cial endorsement on their 

fi rearm owners identifi cation 

card while others cannot, the 

law constitutes “special leg-

islation.” 
Democratic Justice Mary 

K. O’Brien joined the court’s 

two Republicans in dissent-

ing. She wrote that she be-

lieved the majority should 

have viewed it as special 

legislation because a law 

written more generally would 

State Supreme Court denies 

bid to vacate gun ban ruling

The Clark County 4-H 

Foundation continues to be 

vitally important in maintain-

ing a strong local 4-H pro-

gram.

It does not mark 

the end of the legal 

challenges for the 

assault weapons ban. 

While the federal 7th Cir-

cuit Court of Appeals and the 

U.S. Supreme Court both 

declined to block enforce-

ment of the law temporarily, 

a gun rights group has said 

it will appeal to the full U.S. 

high court to challenge the 

law’s legality on federal con-

stitutional grounds.

The Westfi eld Board of 
Trustees held its regular 
monthly meeting on Monday, 
February 5.

Board members heard an 
update on the sewer proj-
ect from Tom Blackwood of 
Chastain & Associates.

He informed the board 
that the Chastain staff  is 
working on the details of the 
fi nal design of the project.

The Village has been 
awarded an EPA grant in the 
amount of $5 million for the 
project, and the U.S. Dept. 
of Agriculture is providing  
grants and loans totaling 
$1.6 million.

Chastain has estimated 

that the project will now cost 
$10,770,000, so Chastain 
is seeking additional EPA 
grant funds in the amount of 
$4,170,000 to make the proj-
ect economically feasible for 
village residents.

The EPA hasn’t opened 
up a grant application period 
yet for the additional funds.

“We’re doing everything 
we can to keep the monthly 
sewer bill to no more than 
$50,” said Mr. Blackwood.

He reported that a Chas-
tain staff  member has been 
canvassing the village to fi nd 
out where everyone’s septic 
tank is located.

Blackwood explained that 
the cost of pumping out the 
existing septic tanks and 
fi llling them with sand is in-

cluding in the total project 
cost.

Trustee Jeff  Hacker com-
mented that the gravity and 
vacuum system will not re-
quire electricity.

Trustee Leeila Ennis in-
quired about the operation 
and maintenance cost, and 
Mr. Blackwood promised 
those at the board’s next 
meeting.

Stark was the writer and 
director, and Cort was the 
producer.  Some fi lming was 
set in Mt. Airy, North Caro-
lina as well as Indianapo-
lis and Los Angeles. Butch 
wanted readers to under-
stand that the movie is not a 
remake of The Andy Griffi  th 
Show (TAGS).  He adds that 
“Nothing could ever remake 
the magic of the show.”

 Butch describes the 
story of the movie as more 
about the fans.  Stark and 
Cort were both amazed at 
the numbers and loyalty of 
the fans and thought they 
needed to learn about the 
backstory of many of these 
people and then tell that 
story. The movie stars Brett 
Varvel as an arrogant movie 
star and Ashley Elaine as 
the hometown girl from May-
berry. Most of the “actors” 
are Mayberry fans and trib-
ute artists. The movie pre-
miered in 2021 on Netfl ix, 
Tubi, Amazon and YouTube 

such a popular 
rerun on such 
stations as 
MeTv and TV 
Land.  Butch 
Ruff ner was al-
ways a fan of 
the show, but 
as he recalls, 
“I became a fa-
natic in 1986.”

“Knowing my love of the 
show, he and his family saw 
signs mentioning Mt. Airy, 
North Carolina (birthplace of 
Andy Griffi  th) and decided to 
stop.  While there, he picked 
up pamphlets and informa-

In 2019 his broth-
er Cort attended.

The brothers had previ-
ous experience in the mov-
ie industry. They started a
